Organized by the Journey Towards Reconciliation Group form the BC Synod each evening will start at 9 pm
with a 20-minute Lenten Vespers led by different congregations in the BC Synod. Then we take a short break
before we dive into a one-hour discussion with video on the Doctrine of Discovery.
